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INSTALLATION INSTRUCTIONS 
 
 
Confirm bathtub position in room 
 
Prior to installing the bathtub filler -- the bathtub location 
must be confirmed.

Once the bathtub location has been confirmed, proceed  
to confirm the tub filler location.

Installing floor blocking

Depending on existing floor conditions, floor blocking is 
recommended.

2” x 6” lumber should be fastened to the floor joist to  
provide added strength and rigidity to the subfloor.

Once blocking is in place -- be sure to create an opening  
in the blocking for the main hot and cold water supply.

The opening created for the main hot and cold water  
supply should not exceed diameter of the anchor  
plate inlet.

 
 
 
Installing the tub filler

Place the supply column (A) in the desired installation position.

Raise the column anchor cover (B) and expose the column  
anchor so it is fully accessible.

 
Place the column anchor (C) in its confirmed position and  
proceed to mark the screw locations (D) through the screw  
holes with a pen or pencil. 
 
**NOTE: In some conditions, connecting the main  
hot and cold water supply (E) to the tub filler water  
hoses prior to fastening the column anchor in place,  
can make installation easier. ** 
 
With the column anchor in place, proceed to fastening the  
screws into the floor and secure the column anchor in place

 
Be sure water connections are tight and there is no leakage.

Once water column installation and water connections have  
been completed, proceed to lower the column anchor cover  
so that it meets the floor -- covering all connections and  
rough plumbing.
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
